We discussed the following:
· KICK-OFF EVENT: We discussed planning issues as this relates to a “kick-off” event. Event activities will occur in January 2011 which will give the coalition enough time to plan. The purpose of the event will be to introduce past, current exiting, new and anticipated ministries  to the coalition – to garner their interest in allowing the coalition to become their umbrella entity to host networking events, training events, etc. We will need good media involvement, and to make contacts to those groups that we know exist. The following was decided:
· Parish Nursing Health Ministry Coalition Event Kick-Off: February 19, 2011

· Location: Holy Trinity Lutheran Church

· Address: 643 West 17 – Erie, PA.

· Time: 2:00 p.m. – 4:00 p.m.  

· Pastor Lundwall recommended that we decide what is going to be offered churches when we have kick-off. We discussed issues – Mrs. Lewis will be meeting, prior to our next meeting, with Mrs. Stanton to pull together outline of what is to be presented. Mrs. Lewis stated that her expertise included coordination of the “Health Ministry Team for Parish Nursing” in churches ~ to show them how to coordinate themselves ~ and then the churches would need someone identified to go to the actual Parish Nurses training. For a “Health Ministry” she could possible do the training of leaders ~ but would have to get some type of approval from Mercy Hospital.

· CURRENT START-UP HEALTH MINISTRY: Pastor Karen Lundwall and Mrs. Lewis are exploring idea of Mrs. Lewis working with the Lutheran Evangelical churches to start a “Health Ministry”. Reverend Smith commented this would be an excellent topic to communicate at the kick-off, the success of the new program.  

· GRANT REVIEW: 
· No current update on the Stride Grant for the “Witness Program”. Will asked Mrs. Stanton to update at next meeting.
· We discussed the information from the Wheat Ridge Lutheran Grant. Reverend Smith participated in a web presentation regarding this grant. We could be eligible under their Congregational Health Ministry – under the “partnership” provision ~ in which 5 congregations can apply and receive $2,000 each – but matching funds are required. I had explained to those presenting the grant criteria what we would like to do locally ~ and they felt we would be eligible ~ as long as the grant, fiscal management and project oversight was done by a Lutheran Church which would be Pastor Karen Lundwall from Holy Trinity Lutheran Church. 
Coalition members agreed, because we have no match funding at this time, we would not pursue. Second proposal submission timeframe is December 2010.

· Reverend Smith communicated to coalition members ~ when they felt the time was appropriate, she would set-up a meeting with Highmark Blue Cross Blue Shield and the Highmark Foundation in the future for funding request(s).
· TRAINING: Mrs. Stanton was attending Parish Nurses Basic training May 21 – May 22 on this date.  
· SURVEYS: No update. Will ask Mrs. Stanton to update at next meeting. 
· DATA BASE(S)
· We discussed the Parish Nurse Outcome Database Training Manual. Coalition members will contact Mercy Hospital to exam the data base – as the time limit is 7 days for review, and then review has to be reactivated. System would be of great benefit for those churches with current Parish Nursing Health Ministries – as the system is designed to track consumer outcome information. Reverend Smith and Mrs. Lewis discussed the possibility of showing this data based at our kick-off event. 
· Mrs. Lewis showed Reverend Smith the administrative data base system from Mercy Hospital. Mrs. Lewis will have Dorothy Mayernik from Mercy Hospital to contact Reverend Smith for this purchase. Reverend Smith will also check to see if Unison Health is still interested in purchasing this item.
