I. Introductions and Welcome: Done by Patty Stubber
II.   Overview: Patty Stubber began the discussion regarding items submitted by committee members – Outcome based measurements ~ and additional items. She commented that both she and Reverend Smith attempted to reflect items in a consolidated report form but more time is needed. Also, assistance is needed from members of the group. Items reviewed were:
· Outcome based measurements from Nicole Wolf – Erie County Diabetes Association which included standards from the American Association of Diabetic Educators

· Outcome based measurements from Diane Harbaugh ~ Great Lakes Home Health which included standards from the American Diabetes Association 2010.

· Report from Reverend Nettie Smith – (SHIP)  and Patty Stubber – (NWPAAHEC) which included the Highmark grant goal expectations and standards to be utilized for both clinical and behavioral activities, care coordination measurements, 

· Report from Agnes Priscao – (MHEDS) Diabetes – Prescribed Treatment Regimes 

· Additional recommendations by both Julie Warren and Randy Granta which included both clinical and behavioral outcomes.
Patty Stubber asked MHEDS and CHN if they were using the American Association of Diabetic Educators and American Diabetes Association 2010 Standards. This question will be forwarded to Dr. Gebhardt. 

III. Conclusion: On Monday May 24, 2010 Patty Stubber and Reverend Smith will meeting to pull together a draft document for review. On Tuesday May 25 @ 1:00 p.m. a small group will be meeting at NWPAAHEC to look over document for finalization ~ and will then submit to Committee for review. Final documentation will be used at meeting with Dr. Redding. These measurements will take into consideration clinical, consumer behavioral activities, and community care coordination.

IV.  Next Steps: Patty Stubber and Reverend Smith will meet on Monday and consolidate recommendations.
V. Additional Discussion: Reverend Smith offered to clinics a private session with Dr. Redding on June 17. John Schultz suggested his clinical personnel be included in this session, as well as Nicole Wolf from the Erie County Diabetes Association. 
Julie Warren gave us an excellent overview regarding the intensive case management done at Stairways. This intensive activity will be similar to CHW for Pathways. 

Janet Thompson communicated to group regarding a health fair being planned for September. She asked if this would be a good venue to communicate the Pathway information ~ which could result in additional consumers for the clinics. We agreed to keep this idea on the table, and will revisit after meeting with Dr. Redding.
