Welcome & Introductions: Prayer given, and introductions given! 
Presentation: Pierre Stanton – Community Workout! Mr. Stanton did an excellent job presenting his new program. The concept is similar to the “Eat Smart-Move More” campaign done through the Chronic Disease Task Force. The concept is to get in exercise through cleaning up your neighborhood. He stated 10,000 steps which equal 5 miles can help to clean up 3 neighborhood blocks. (Persons would have to work up to that level). He can retrofit a person to have the materials they will need to pick –up trash and bag items for $100 per person. Mr. Stanton has the City of Erie mapped out, and has been meeting with neighborhood watch group. He is also interested in meeting with school districts, and having this activity occur in Erie and Erie County. He will continue to meet with key individuals, and networking as this concept unfolds. After meeting with Mr. Stanton, the SHIP will continue to introduce him to various individuals and groups for exposure of this program.
Issues Discussed:
I. Pathway Model – Reverend Smith reporting:  Project is going well. Currently surveying those professionals in the medical and social services fields to obtain their opinions as to why consumers are not accessing needed medical care. Pathway Diabetic Model has been reviewed, and committee has completed outcome based measurements for Dr. Redding to review when he comes to Erie. We have 45 key business leaders invited for our private June 17 session with Dr. Redding in the evening. Dr. Redding will also have an afternoon session with the Pathways to a Healthy Community over-sight committee.  CHAP (Community Health Access Project) is currently working with the United States Department of Health and Human Services – National Institute of Health, Agency for Healthcare Research and Quality – on national community care coordination standards. CHAP is also working with the Center for Medicaid and Medicare Services – to see if Pathways can be adopted as a best practice to be funded.  Next meeting is scheduled with the over-sight committee @ 2:00 p.m. @ the Ambassador with Dr. Redding. He will also meet with those clinics that will be doing the demonstration pilot program also on June 17.  Keynote speaker for SHIP Annual Erie Stakeholder meeting scheduled for June 18, 2010 @ the Ambassador Conference Center is Dr. Mark Redding, developer of Pathways.  

II. Parish Nursing Health Ministry Coalition – Elaine Stanton reporting: We are meeting and coordinating efforts with: Barbara Lewis - Western Pennsylvania Pathways to Living Coordinator, implementing Parish Nurses – Health Ministries regionally for the Methodist Church, Pastor Karen Lundwall, Senior Pastor of  Holy Trinity Luther Church and, an Evangelical Lutheran Churches representative, and several others. Elaine Stanton has been hired as director of the coalition by the SHIP.  We are continuing to investigate a data base to track those churches which will join our coalition. Unison Health Care is assisting. Elaine Stanton reported she finished her first segment of the Parish Nurses training. She stated that one of the key components of this program is constant and continuous prayer. Because of the recession ~ this program is greatly needed. She and Barbara Lewis will be working on activities and trainings that can be done with those churches who participate. Kick-off is scheduled for February 19, 2011. Next meeting will be held at the Lakewood United Methodist Church – 3856 West 10Th - July 9, 2010. 

III.   Dental-Vision-Medical Day – Reverend Smith reporting: Reverend Smith announced that Dental – Medical – Vision Day scheduled for October 16, 2010 will occur, according to information she received from Alex Matthews from Highmark. Once steering committee is formulated Reverend Smith will inform task force.
Nickel Plate Community Garden - Sue Kuligowski reporting: A community garden is being investigated near 21st. and German/Holland Streets (new location), 28,000 square feet. St. Martin’s Center is a community partner, and will begin their culinary school, which will benefit from the produce. Master Chief Joe Fontecchio from Saint Martin Center is assisting in this endeavor, as well as Grace Daily from Saint Vincent. Both will be working on the educational component.  Erie School District Culinary School is involved. Melissa Montero - Townes informed group that Perseus House has a new horticulture program just starting ~ which might work well with this program.  Mabel Howard also informed group that she is putting in a community garden at B.A.Y.B. – with the assistance of her students. She commented that if the children help, they will protect what has been done ~ because they take ownership.

IV.   Beauty and Barber Day – Marlia Coates and Cyreta Barnes reporting: New initiative to provide health educational materials to beauty and barber shops in the minority community, on a monthly basis -  with the first kick-off day being free haircuts and hair service for teenagers. Health education materials and counseling will be available on the event day for the youth and their parents. We will support Mike Hooks and his efforts when he has free barber day with elementary school aged children – and we will see if he can hand out flyers for our event day which is scheduled for September 11, 2010 @ Tony and Guy ~ called “The Hair and Now”.  Next meeting is June 24 @ 2:00 p.m. @ Villa Apartments 815 Plum Street.    So far $800 has been given for any additional expenses for this event day, with 60 students from Toni and Guy volunteering. Some refreshments will be provided.  Melissa Montero - Townes has agreed to translate the program flyer into Spanish! Thanks Melissa!
Announcements: Elaine Stanton informed group regarding the Mothers Against Violence March scheduled for Saturday May 28 @ noon at the stadium. Sonya Arrington is leading this organization to stop the violence in our city. *** Marlia Coates suggested we begin placing all of the activities of this group in the Times News. Excellent suggestion! ***Bethany Outreach Center located at 254 East Tenth will be holding computer classes beginning Tuesday – June 1, 2010 for five weeks.
